Initial Examination: The initial examination, performed by you, will indicate the need for further evaluation
of the surgical options. Information relating to duration, severity, asymmetry of signalment, prior treatment,
and owner concern/compliance will add to a more complete recommendation. We are ready to provide an
initial evaluation over the telephone if your client is uncertain how to proceed.

Radiographs: If you have taken radiographs, please forward to us for evaluation. If radiographs have not
been taken, we (or you) can schedule a day admission to take alateral and V/D pelvis under general anes-
thesia or heavy sedation. Both lateral and /D radiographs are needed for total hips because it is necessary
to size the implant prior to scheduled surgery.

Surgical Consultation: We would then schedule a surgical consultation to evaluate the patient and discuss
surgical options and surgical procedure. Although radiographs help indicate the worst side, clinical history
is important for determining the side on which tota hip surgery will be performed. At the time of the con-
sultation, the client can ask any questions that they might have and be introduced to our hospital and staff.

Surgery: Based on Dr. Olmstead's availability, a date will be scheduled for surgery. The animal should be
dropped off the day before surgery and will be hospitalized 1-2 nights after surgery.

MR+ Endoscopy

Flexible fiberoptic endoscopy permits evaluation of the lu-
men of the gastrointestinal tract through a noninvasive pro-
cedure that allows for visualization of potential lesions and
for specific diagnoses by mucosal biopsies. Gastrointesti-

nal endoscopy is indicated in any patient with signs of
chronic regurgitation, vomiting, hematemesis, dysphagia, melena, tenesmus or diarrhea. 1t may also be indi-
cated when there are abnormal but non-diagnostic radiographs and for removal of foreign bodies from the
upper gastrointestinal tract. Gastrointestinal flexible endoscopy includes esophagoscopy, gastroscopy, duo-
denoscopy and colonoscopy. We are also able to offer rhinoscopy and cystoscopy in select cases with the
rigid endoscope.

Equipment includes an Olympus Endoscope with 9mm diameter, 2.8mm channel, 103 cm working length,
100° field of view, and angulation of 210°/90° (up/down), 100°/100° (right/left), Karl Storz rigid endoscopes
(2.7 mm diameter/18 cm working length and 1.9 mm diameter/18.0 cm working length), video monitor and
photographic capabilities for all flexible endoscopy.

Referrals for endoscopic procedures can be arranged either through Dr.
Kloc or through our referral secretary, Sharon Welsh. Please submit
copies of all pertinent patient history and diagnostics including recent
blood work, radiographs and therapeutics previously employed. For
routine endoscopy, rhinoscopy or cystoscopy patients should present to
Hickory Veterinary Hospital for an appointment on the day prior to the
scheduled elected procedure (or before) and may be admitted at that time
for observation and to ensure adequate fasting. The following day, ani-
mals are placed under general anesthesia (isofluorane) for the proce-
dure. Biopsy samples are taken as indicated and are submitted for histo-
pathologic analysis and /or bacterial and /or fungal culture. Patients pre-
senting for colonoscopy require considerably more extensive preparation
and should be admitted to the hospital 24 —36 hours before the scheduled
procedure so that animal may be adequately fasted and the necessary ca-
thartics and enemas administered. Endoscopic foreign body removal
from the upper gastrointestinal tract may be referred on an emergency
basis — please call to make necessary arrangements. Dependent upon the
procedure elected, anesthetic time ranges from one-half to 1 1/2 hoursin
length and most animals are discharged that same evening.

We know that al the nerves in the body emanate from the spinal nerves

which branch directly from the spinal cord between the vertebrae. When there is decreased range of motion
from one vertebrato the next, these spinal nerves can be affected. A nerve requires 3 thingsto remain

healthy; glucose (food), oxygen, and frequency of firing. If the motion around the spinal nerve is affected,
one or more of these three critical requirements may be decreased. Thiswill cause the lower branching
nerves to also be affected. The nerve may have hyper or hypo conduction, causing weakness and/or pain. We
may see this as lameness, localized pain, tingling (represented by excessive licking or chewing), atrophy, or a
change in function of the innervated organ.

The goal of chiropractic isto maintain full range of motion of all joints so that the nervous system associated
with it will function normally. Chiropractic has been extremely beneficial in the management of hip dyspla-
Sia, spondylosis, wobblers, intervertebral disc disease and any acute or chronic musculoskeletal pain. We
need to start treating the problem (affected nerves) and not just the symptom (pain and weakness). Let’s de-
crease the amount of drugs we are giving and start helping these animals live more free and comfortable
lives.

Dr. Orenbuch integrates her knowledge of sports medicine, physical therapy and massage into her tech-
nigues, often giving the owners exercises at home to help increase muscle tone and flexibility.
